To attach
Simply screw the threaded nipple clockwise into the cable-release socket of the camera
until secure.

For normal use
To make ordinary instantaneous or relatively short “bulb,” exposures, the coaxial lock
should be secured in its released positioen with no space between it and the plunger side of the
finger grip, as shown. This is done by pushing it toward the finger grip and turning it
clockwise as far as it will go (about 45°).

For “time” exposures

To make relatively long exposures (as of a minute or more), the coaxial lock should be in
its engaged position with a space be-
tween it and the plunger side of the

finger grip as shown. This is done by
turning it counterclockwise as far as it
will go (about 45°%)
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To open the shutter, push the plunger, which will remain at its depressed position. To close
the shutter, push the lock toward the
finger grip, and the plunger will snap

back to its original position.
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
